
Quickie® IRIS Ordering Guide

Frame Set Up By Quickie
(section A on Order Form)

A rotation-in-space chair is based on the concept of rotating both the seat frame and
the user’s center-of-gravity around the same fixed point. As such, the Quickie Iris
requires positioning the center-of-rotation and the center-of-gravity as close together
as possible. To achieve this, Quickie has included a “Frame Depth Set Up By Quickie”
section on the order form. Completion of this section provides the necessary informa-
tion to pre-configure a chair for the optimal frame set-up. Sometimes additional minor
adjustments may be required after set up.

Listed below are a set of measurement guidelines for selecting the correct values in
the “Frame Depth Set Up By Quickie” section. Please use these guidelines and defini-
tions when completing this section of the order form.

DESIRED SEAT DEPTH

The seat-surface length required to accommodate the client in a properly seated 
position (A).

USER’S SEATED HEIGHT

Distance from the seat surface to the top of the head (B)
Select from one of these two options:
❏ Less than 37" ❏ 37" or greater

USER’S WEIGHT  (LBS.)

Weight of the user  (Select from one of these 3 weight ranges):
❏ 0-248 lbs ❏ 250-299 lbs ❏ 300-350 lbs

BACK TYPE

The “back type” is the location of the backrest surface in relation to the front of the
back post. This measurement is taken from the front surface of the back post (C) to
the deepest area of the backrest in contact with the user's body.

TOP OF THE CUSHION TO THE SEAT RAIL 

This measurement is taken from the top of the cushion to the upper surface of the
seat rail. If the cushion has a wedged shape and/or has significant lateral pelvic 
contour, then determine the height of the cushion at the point where the ischial
tuberosities would contact (not immerse) the cushion surface.

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Frame Set Up By Depth
(back-post location, section B on order form)

The “Frame Set Up by Depth” table listed below is primarily designed as a guide for
ordering stock versions of the Quickie IRIS. This table provides a predetermined frame
depth set-up based on a flush-mounted back type (frame depth column). The table
outlines the various seat depths obtainable using other back type configurations. 
(See “back type” definition in section 1.)

This table indicates the correct fork and
stem and the appropriate set-up to obtain one of the listed heights. It also includes
the matching rear wheel axle plate position.
